1. For joist installation: Extend the hanger bars (1) and position the alignment tabs (2) underneath the support joist (3) (Fig.2). Drive
the affixed fastener (4) into the support joist (3) to secure the housing. Drive additional fasteners (supplied by others) through holes in
hanger bars (5) for alternate support as needed (Fig.2).

2. For suspended ceilings: Using a flat head screwdriver or other tool, bend the integral tbar mounting tabs (6) downward to a
vertical position (Fig.3). Position the housing over the inverted tbar (7) (Fig.4). Secure housing fo support structure with tie wire
(supplied by others) in the holes supplied (5). Secure the housing to the inverted tbar with sheetmeto?screws (supplied by others) in
the holes supplied (8).

3. Locate housing along hanger bar in desired position and, using pliers, crimp the corners (%) of the end bracket (10) tightly over the
bars to prevent further housing movement (Fig.3). Set screws are also provided that can be tightened to lock the housing position on
the hanger bars.

4. As desired, hanger bars (1) may be shortened to fit in narrow joist spacings by breaking at the score lines (11) provided (Fig. 5).
5. Unsnap junction box cover (12) by lifting the leaf spring (13).

6. Run supply wires through UL listed connectors (supplied by others) in one of the five pryouts (14) on the junction box (15) or type
NM cable (ROMEX) through an opening above the wire retaining plate (16) (Fig.7). Connect wires (17) as shown in Fig. 8. Replace
cover (12).

7. Adjust position of socket (19) by loosening thumbscrew (20) and rotating socket bracket (21). Retighten thumbscrew (20 (Fig. 6).

8. FOR AIR-TIGHT APPLICATIONS: This Prescolite product is Air-Tight approved per ASTM E283 testing standards and complies with
Washington State Energy Code requirements. To complete the installation of this AirTight product, the opening between the ceiling
(22) and housing edge (23) must be sealed by the installer using silicone caulking, tape, or any other means acceptable to the local
code official. Prescolite accessory gasket kit G6 (purchased separately) can be used for this purpose.
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9. ONLY install Prescolite trims approved for use with this housing. Select a trim from the wattage label inside the housing (18). Use
only lamp types and wattages approved for the trim chosen. DO NOT EXCEED MAXIMUM LISTED WATTAGES!

10. To gain access to junction box (15) after ceiling is finished, remove screw (24) and access door (25) inside of fixture. Junction
box cover plate (26) can now be removed for service.
