1. Refer to instruction sheet No. 463 (included) to assemble the bar hangers, install and adjust
the housing.

2. Adjust the fixture so the bottom edge of the plaster flange is flush with the finished ceiling line.
Accomplish this using the adjustment screws securing the hanger brackets on either end of
the fixture.

3. Remove J-Box cover plate. Remove appropriate knockout and assemble appropriate
connector for the supply wire used. Connect ground wires to green ground leads. Connect
white (common) to white (leads). Connect power supply (line) to black lead(s). Reinstall J-Box
cover.

5. Aiming the lamp.

A. For horizontal aiming, loosen the thumb screw securing the horizontal rotation lock.
Grasp the yoke and rotate (360° max.) about center of fixture until proper aiming is
achieved. Tighten the thumb screw  to lock the rotation pan in place.

B. For vertical aiming, loosen the (2) wing nuts securing the yoke to the trim retaining
brackets. Grasp the yoke and push or pull to desired position. Tighten the wing nuts
to ensure that desired adjustment is maintained during re-lamping.

C. For precise beam adjustment, rotate the lamp mounting spinning until desired beam
pattern is achieved. Lock in place by tightening beam rotation locking screw.

Note: Yoke adjusts from vertical to 45° in one direction only.

6. Install proper lamp, lens and trim.
